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The chief executive officer of Kuwait Petroleum 
Corporation, Mr.Saad Al-Shuwaib assured that 
the planned investment of the corporation during 
the coming five years inside and outside Kuwait 
amount to 55 billion dollars.
About the latest developments of the Forth 
refinery project Mr. Al-Shuwaib said: we started 
the implementation on the level of memorandums 
of understanding with the contractors, but we 
have not sign contracts with any body until now.
Mr. Al-Shuwaib touched on the gas industry in 
Kuwait, stating that gas quantities will not meet 
Kuwait’s requirements and energy needs.
Mr.Al-Shuwaib statement that until the construction 
of the forth refinery, we need to import gas from 
other countries in order to fill the deficit. And he 
stated that the corporation is studying with the 
electricity ministry the future national energy 
requirements.
About compensating the gas deficit by importing it 
from Qatar, he said that Qatar can provide us with 
just a limited quantity of gas for three moths in 
summer because of its engagement in contracts 
with European countries. And about importing 
gas from Iran Mr. Al-Shuwaib said the corporation 
has been negotiating this matter for four years.
About the offshore investment projects of KPC, 
Mr.Al-Shuwaib said that the corporation has 
two projects. The first one is a petrochemical 
complex and fuel stations in Vietnam. He said the 
corporation will invest in this project with strategic 
partners from Vietnam and Japan, the project is 
going according to the plan, and the final cost 
will be reviewed by the coming midyear. The 
other project will be in China, it is constructing a 
refinery with a daily capacity of 300000 barrels, a 
petrochemical complex, and fuel stations.
